SUMMER SESSION

As of 5:00 P.M, Wednesday, June 30, the summer session
enrollment stands at 86 according to Registrar Jane

McMullen, Several more students are known to be enroute
so that the final figure will be in the low nineties.
This figure compares favorably with the summer sessions
of 1951 which had 100 students and 1952 when 88 enrolled.
A"breakdown of the Registrar's statistics shows 57 Alaskan students
and 29 from the States, California leads with 7 followed by Oregon with 5,
Minnesota 3, Pennsylvania and Michigan 2, and one each from Illinois, Iowa,
Kansas, Maine, Missouri, Montana, North Carolina, Texas, Washington and
Wyoming.
Women outnumber men 67 to 19, Fifty-six students are attending the
University of Alaska for the first time,
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The University of Alaska Summer School believes in af-
fording diverse opportunities for its students. Alaska
hasn't had a really first rate Gold Rush since '98 and
Dean Cashen thought something ought to be done about it.
More prospectors are needed, he decided, and what with so
many of the fau‘ sex on campus this summer and with a brand new School of
Mines building at hand, he thought the time ripe to offer a short course in
gold digging.

Now every afternoon a dozen or more are to be found poring over geolog-
ical maps, mineral specimens and such treatises as "Determinative Mineralogy
for the Alaskan Prospector." They are taking the Mining Extension Short
Course which has proved so popular in Alaskan communities since the School
of Mines created an Extension division in 1935, No college credit is given
but each student completing the course is given a certificate, which bears
the signature of University officialdom and is very suitable for framing.
